Rules and regulations for participating in the exhibition

Each participant is limited to one binding, the size of which will not exceed
125 x 32 cm, nor should have been previously exhibited. Jansenist bindings
and blank books are not permitted.

The bindings will be presented to an exterior jury appointed by A.R.A.
Belgica, whose choice will be absolute and without appeal.

If the number of entries should exceed the capacity of the exhibition space,
the jury would have to carry out a complementary selection.

The entry fee is € 100,00 for A.R.A. members and € 130,00 for not-members.
